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Executive Summary

As 2005 drew to a close, Afghanistan took yet another step in what will hopefully
prove to be the establishment of sustained democratic institutions and ultimately
peace and progress. Encouraging as this development may be, the country as a
whole continues to struggle with extreme poverty and the twin scourges of drug
trade and violence. Despite this backdrop, causes for optimism abound; for
instance in the increasing enrollment of children in schools.

However, sustained support for security and peace building initiatives is crucial to
sustain the momentum towards peace and democracy.

During the year in review, Shuhada Organization remained committed to its primary
mission of providing health and education services to the Afghan community with
particular emphasis to the empowerment of women.

The Organization will like to thank all the donors who have made our work possible
and all the communities who have welcomed us in their midst. As with previous
years, Shuhada Organization continued its emphasis towards the development of a
self-sustaining and efficient network of curative health facilities. Strategically located
so as to provide the access to the largest segments of populations, these health
facilities also provide a spring board for organizing and implementing preventive
community health initiatives. As focal points of the health systems, special attention
has been given to increasing both the capacity and range of facilities offered by
each of these institutions.

While at present the activities of these health facilities are underwritten by donor
agencies, we actively encourage community participation and involvement. Patients
using the facilities are encouraged to make small monetary donations that are used
to meet some of the daily needs of the hospitals and clinics.

The Shuhada Organization is a non-profit, non-political, and
non-governmental organization dedicated to the welfare and
progress of Afghan people residing inside and outside of
Afghanistan, with a primary focus on the empowerment of
women and girls. The Shuhada Organization operates
programs in the areas of health, education, income
generation, construction, training, and relief distribution.
Founded and directed by Dr. Sima Samar in 1989. The
Shuhada Organization is the oldest Afghan NGO working in
Afghanistan and Pakistan, and the largest Afghan woman-led
non-governmental organization. The Shuhada Organization’s
main office is in Kabul, Afghanistan.

This Annual Report covers the period January through
December 2005, summarizing major events related to the
Shuhada Organization® projects.

The Shuhada Organization operates 6 clinics and 3 hospitals
in Afghanistan. These health facilities provide services in
Bamiyan, Ghazni, Ghor, and Wardak provinces. The
following information describes the numbers of patients
served by each of these health care facilities. In addition, the
Shuhada Organization runs nurse, community health worker
and traditional birth attendant training programs and
reproductive health education projects.

3.1 SHUHADA HOSPITAL, JAGHORI

The Shuhada Hospital, Jaghori remained active throughout
2005. The OPD, X-ray, diagnostic laboratory, delivery room,
operating theater, vaccination and the 50 bed IPD
departments remained fully operational.

The nurse training course started in 2004 was concluded
successfully. A similar course was started in May 2005 and
will remain active through April 2006.

3.2 SHUHADA HOSPITAL, BEHSOOD:

During 2005, the Shuhada Hospital in Behsood remained
active with its OPD, 15 bed IPD, X-ray, diagnostic laboratory,
delivery and operation rooms, and vaccination section. As part
of our emphasis on preventive health services, the hospital
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also served as a base for providing health education and
awareness programs to the local community.

The hospital also provided the venue for a nurse training
program that was concluded in June 2005 with 20 trainees. A
similar program is currently active with a fresh batch of
trainees. The accommodation for the trainees was arranged
by the hospital as most of the trainees originate from
surrounding areas.

As part of the capacity building initiative, a traditional birth
attendant training and community health worker training
program were also active in the hospital. The trainees from
the previous sessions operate in their native villages.

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3.3 SHUHADA HOSPITAL, YAKAWLANG:

The Shuhada Hospital, Yakawlang with it® 32 bed IPD
section, OPD, diagnostic laboratory, X-ray, ultra-sound,
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delivery room, operation theater and vaccination facilities
remained active through 2005.

The Shuhada Hospital, Yakawlang was also the venue for a
nurse training course during 2005. The trainees from the
previous sessions now work in Shuhada operated clinics and
other clinics. The hospital continued to serve as the
organizing center for providing health and hygiene information
to the local communities as part of the preventive health
initiative.
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3.4 SHUHADA CLINIC, KHAWAT:

The Shuhada Clinic in Khawat, Nahoor continued its activity
during 2005 with its staff of one doctor, a female and a male
nurse, and a laboratory technician. The clinic dispenses basic
curative services and complicated cases are referred to any of
the Shuhada Hospitals in Behsood or Jaghori. The clinic was
also a base for training local traditional birth assistants.

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3.5 SHUHADA CLINIC, SARYAB:

The clinic in Saryab was operative during 2005 with a staff
consisting of a doctor, a female and a male nurse
practitioners. Besides providing curative services, the clinic
also provides vaccination services to pregnant women and
children.

3.6 SHUHADA CLINICS , LAL AND SAR-E-JANGAL:

These two clinics remained active through 2005 maintained
by a pair of male and female nurses and two guards. The
isolation of the area as well as our inability to offer high
salaries coupled with the fact that the area does not have any
local doctors lead to our inability to hire doctors who were
willing to remain as residents in these clinics.

3.7 SHUHADA CLINIC, BAMYAN:

During 2005, the Shuhada Clinic in Bamyan was activated to
provided basic curative health services. The services provided
by the clinic are crucial to the returning refugee families as
well as the internally displaced families that lost their homes
during the civil wars. We hope to expand on the role of the
Clinic in Bamyan to include providing a venue for training
health workers and nurses.

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4 TRAININGS

4.1 HEALTH TRAINING

Afghanistan continues to have one of the highest rates of
mortality and morbidity in the world. The current life
expectancy for women remains 44 years, 15,000 Afghan
women die each year from pregnancy-related causes (made
worse by the fact that 54 per cent of girls under 18 are
married), while out of every 1000 children, 160 die before
reaching the age of one. While much of this dismal state can
be attributed to absence of health care facilities, most of the
deaths are caused by easily preventable diseases which are a
direct result of lack of basic hygiene and family planning
practices.

Given the isolated nature of some of the communities as well
as the lack of resources, it is highly unlikely that the situation of
lack of access to health facilities can be rectified in the
immediate future. The few facilities that exist are often
overwhelmed in meeting the demands of the sick who do
manage to gain access to the facilities. For instances, it is
thought that 40 percent of the country® 1,038 healthcare
facilities have no female health workers.

Against this backdrop, the Shuhada Organization continues to
emphasize projects that promote preventive health care. The
focus of this drive has been the training of volunteers in
villages. These trainees in turn communicate the information to
other women in the community, and also act as the reference
point for providing basic health care information, diagnosis and
treatment for common health conditions and referral to any of
the Shuhada Hospitals or other major health institutions in the
region.

Besides lowering mortality and morbidity rates, these steps will
also help in improving the socio-economic status of women
and children. In addition, the reduced pressure on health
institutions will allow for further allocation of resources towards
improvement and expanding the curative health services.

As part of this initiative, a health worker training program was
started in the Ghazni, Wardak, Daikundi and Bamyan
provinces. The breakdown of these training programs are as
follows:

4.2 TEACHER TRAINING COURSE

To reduce the teacher to student ratio as well as to provide
more teachers, the Shuhada Organization implemented four
teacher training programs with the support from
Helvetas/AFSC/Marco.

The Shuhada Organization ran a three months teacher training
course from January until March 2005 for 880 trainees in
Jaghori, Malistan, Qarabagh, Bamyan, Yakawlang, Behsood,
Shahristan and Panjao districts of Ghazni, Bamyan Daikundi
and Wardk Provinces of Afghanistan during the school break.

880 teachers participated in the training, representing 50% of
the teachers at Shuhada Schools in the Ghazni Province. The
Sang-e-Marsha training included 150 teachers. The Malistan
training was held for 150 teachers, and Qarabagh teacher
training included 100. While 480 teachers attended the
training in Bamyan, Daykundi and Wardak .

The training curriculum particularly focused on mathematics
and the sciences. Teachers received refresher courses in
math, algebra, physics, biology, and chemistry.
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4.3 TECHNICAL TRAINING PROGRAMS

The technical training program is designed for the duration of
one year. As with the previous year, the technical training
center in Jaghori was active during 2005 providing training for
20 individuals in the following sections:

- Metallurgy
- Solar Cooker
- Solar Water heater

Besides, a basic training in Computer and English were also
included for the local staffs within the premises.

These programs will not only provide prospects for
employment for the trainees and improve the standard of living
but since the technologies developed are adapted to the local
environment, they are therefore cost effective and eco-friendly.
It is hoped that the demand for firewood would be reduced and
consequently the problems of environmental degradation will
be contained. Local people benefited the products available in
the area, also were sold to the neighboring provinces.

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4.4 COMPUTER AND ENGLISH LANGUAGE COURSES

With the reconstruction of Afghanistan beginning, the English
Language and Computer Literacy course is perhaps needed
now more than ever. Girls who have completed the course
and returned to Afghanistan have found that their English and
computer skills are in high demand. Some of these girls
already have secured positions in government agencies
national and international NGO® as a result of the skills gained
through their participation in the course

This program was implemented through several centers in
Kabul, Jaghori and Bamyan providing English language and
computer literacy training to 70 trainees. The program is
designed for the duration of one year and continues since its
establishment in 2002 in Afghanistan.

4.5 HUMAN RIGHTS AWARENESS COURSES

Provide women with the opportunities to learn about women'’s
rights/human rights and to secure their legal rights by making
available information, courses, legal assistance, and legal
advocacy for women in 6 Districts of Ghazni, Bamyan, and
Wardak Provinces of Afghanistan by the support of OSI.

120 courses were successfully concluded in 2005 and trained
over 2491 women and girls.

With the support of UNFPA the Shuhada Organization also
developed materials for use in women’s rights courses,
including a basic literacy book featuring information on
women’s rights and human rights and brochures on women'’s
legal rights for use in courses and for wide distribution.

4.6 CAPACITY BUILDING PROGRAM:

The EU sponsored "NGO-net for Women and Children Rights"
project started in early 2004 remained active through 2005.
The objective of the program is to provide a framework for
improving communication and co-ordination in order to provide
improved qualitative and quantitative services to the target
group of women and children. Each training session includes
40 participants from Pakistani based NGOs.

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5 EDUCATION

There can be little doubt that the severity of the political crisis
in Afghanistan over the past decades owes much to the high
rate of illiteracy prevalent in the country. In a society torn by
war and conflict, notions of gender equality and democracy
simply can not take hold without improving the dismal literacy
rate. According to some estimates only 30 % of Afghans are
literate in general while only 20% of women can read and
write. The disparity is especially severe in rural areas.

Ironically, the years of Taliban repression and tight clamp
down on education - especially for women - has increased the
awareness for the necessity of education amongst the Afghan
community. Furthermore, years of economic and political
turmoil have seriously undermined the feudal and religious
attitudes of society as more people become convinced of the
indispensability of education in improving their lives. Crucially,
there is a trend of increasing good will towards educating girls
not only at a primary level but also at higher levels. To invest in
their education would therefore be the most crucial step in
improving their lives and social standing.

While our foremost task has been to undo the years of set
backs in the field of education by expanding the number of
schools and improving existing facilities, we continue to pursue
our goals in:

1. The introduction of a standardized and modern curriculum
for schools that is specifically designed to inculcate
tolerance and respect for human rights in general and
women®@ rights in particular;

2. Introduction and familiarity with modern communication
technology and equipment such as computers;

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3. Vocational training in the manufacture and maintenance of
eco-friendly, low cost and natively developed
technologies;

4. Create a flexible school system that is responsive to the
unique needs of each community (for instance provide
night schooling in instances where children work during
the day)

5. Train teachers in effective teaching methods; and
6. Implement mass literacy campaigns targeting women.

The teaching materials used in the mass literacy campaign
were developed by Shuhada Organization with the primary aim
of providing not only a basic literacy manual but also
incorporating themes emphasizing basic hygiene, and feminine
health issues along with a discussion of their rights and
potentials as members of society. Since women are in large
part responsible for child rearing, when literate, they will be
able to better understand the importance of allocating more
resources towards educating their children. Presently out of 4
million young Afghans attending school, only one-quarter are
girls. Educated mothers will hopefully understand that
educating girls are as important as educating boys.

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6 CONSTRUCTION

6.1 CONSTRUCTION OF 6 SCHOOL BUILDINGS

Construction of four school's buildings were completed in
Angoori, Dawood and Shina Deh villages of Ghanzni
Province. Two similar school buildings were built in Agrosha
village of Bamyan and Mazar-e-Sharif in Balkh. By this
project. It was planned to provide educational facilities to more
than 3277 male and female students.

All of those four villages in Jaghori and Bamyan are situated
in a very remote areas belonging to a neglected people of
Afghanistan. They are the coldest areas of Afghanistan.
People live in narrow and small valleys. But they are eager to
have schools and encourage their children to get education.

As is a general case, most of the school buildings operate
from buildings that were designed for small number of
students, whereas others operate from dilapidated buildings
and shops.

6.2 CONSTRUCTION OF A WOMEN'S CENTER IN TOPCHI,
BAMYAN

The building will serve as an income generation center for
women and a base for arranging classes in literacy, health
training and women rights awareness programs.

The purpose of a Women’s Center in Topchi Bamyan is to
help restore and monitor the rights of women and girls, to
improve their legal, economic, political, and social status, and
to provide women throughout the province with access to

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services, training, and information. Construction of a women'’s
center building was necessary because 23 years of war
destroyed most buildings in Bamyan.

Bamiyan is one of the poorest and most under-served areas
in Afghanistan. The people of this remote region suffer from
poverty, malnutrition, starvation, illiteracy, and high levels of
maternal morbidity and mortality.

6.3 CONSTRUCTION OF A CLINIC BUILDING IN BAMYAN.

Shuhada Organization completed the construction of a health
clinic in Topchi village of Bamyan. The health clinic is now
functioning around the clock to provide health services for
average of 40 patients daily.

Currently, the biggest problems that the area faces are
repatriation of refugees from Iran and Pakistan and internally
displaced people. Consequently, the shortage and high
prices of supplies make it difficult for the population to obtain
food and adequate nutrition. These circumstances have
created many diseases in all groups of the society. Moreover,
the villages are scattered far from each other. Access to the
health centres is rather difficult and sometimes in winter
season is impossible due to snow and mud.

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7 SHELTER AND ORPHANAGES

The shelter and orphanage provides a safe living and learning
environment for women and children who have no guardians,
are at risk for violence, are poor, and are not able to earn a
living. The goal is to provide these women and their children
not only with shelter and food, but also with opportunities for
education and training so that they can have better lives and
eventually be able to support themselves. Children are also
encouraged to attend school

18 destitute women and girls who have lost their families or
women who have escaped from domestic abuse and whose
lives were threatened by their relatives were housed in a
building in Kabul where they receive vocational training and
also attend literacy course.

After admitting women and orphans in Kabul shelter, we try to
find and identify their family and if willing they will be moved to
Jaghori or Bamyan orphanage where they are well equipped
and more facilities are available.

Two orphanages are active in Jaghori district of Ghazni
province which holds 97 orphans and 13 mothers. The Karte
Sulh shelter in Bamyan includes 32 women and children.

Each woman in the orphanages acts as a mother, adopt
seven children and takes care of them.

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8 OTHER PROJECTS

8.1 WOMEN CENTER IN BAMYAN

Shuhada Organization implemented a Carpet and Shawl
Weaving project, local Jewelry making and Potato Chips
production for women in Bamyan. The project will provide
income opportunities for women who are sole bread winners
in their families or those that belong to very poor families. At
present, the Bamyan area is home to many internally
displaced families that have lost their homes and family
members because of the civil war. Repatriated refugees from
Iran also flow into the area. Since the shawls produced
consume locally available materials, it also boosts the local
economy and encourages the emergence of the once vital
cottage industries in the area.

The organization also provided the start-up cost for a women®
center in Kart-e Sulh and Topchi in Baman.
